As you all know, we are a very large parish blessed with an abundance of young families and 
young children.  It is edifying to see so many of these young families attend Mass each

parish being alive.  It is also an excellent way for the children to learn about Mass and how to 
act in a church setting. 

 

There are no concerns with the occasional cry of a baby or the audible expressions a child with a disability may 
make.  The concerns that have been expressed to me are those involving children who it appears are permitted to 
misbehave during Mass.  Parents of young children are trying to teach their children how to behave and their 
children ask them why others are permitted to do such things as: scream out loud for a while; roll around on the 
floor; and run up and down the aisle. 

 

As I said, I am happy so many parents bring their children to Mass and I realize every child can have a bad day in 
church.  However, if it seems that the situation is going to be prolonged or so loud or distracting that people around 
you cannot hear the prayers and/or homily, I suggest a move into the cry room or the vestibule until the behavior is 
under control again. 

 

I have been informed that the speaker in the cry room is not working properly.  We are trying to address the 
situation.  Also, having a bathroom in a cry room is not optimal.  As we study what to do with our church building, 
that is obviously an issue that needs to be addressed.  Thank you for your cooperation with these matters.

Theology of the body  

'Theology of the Body' is Pope John Paul II's integrated vision 
of the human person - body, soul, and spirit. As he explains, the 
physical human body has a specific meaning and is capable of 
revealing answers regarding fundamental questions about us 
and our lives:  

�x�� Is there a real purpose to life and if so, what is it?  

�x�� Why were we created male and female?  

�x�� Does it really matter if we are one sex or another?  

�x�� Why were man and woman called to communion from the 

beginning?  

�x�� What does the marital union of a man and woman say to us 

about God and his plan for us?  

�x�� What is the purpose of the married and celibate  

        vocations?  

�x�� What exactly is "Love"?  
�x�� Is it truly possible to be pure of heart  
 

All of these questions and many more are answered in Pope 
John Paul II's 129 Wednesday audiences, which were given 
between the years 1979 and 1984. His reflections are based on 
Scripture (especially the Gospels, St. Paul and the Book of 
Genesis), and contain a vision of the human person truly 
worthy of man. John Paul II discusses who man was in the 
beginning, who he is now (after original sin), and who he will 
be in the age to come. He then applies this message to the 
vocations of marriage and celibacy, in preparation for the 
Kingdom of Heaven.
