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The season of Advent can go by very quickly and we can miss some of the spiritual meaning of
this beautiful season. One of the clearest symbols for us is the Advent wreath. Its origins go
back to pre-Christian times, to the tribes of northern Europe who worshipped the sun. It was one
of the many pagan symbols of light used at the end of November-beginning of December, that
time of year when our pagan ancestors celebrated the month of Yule with lit torches and fires. To ensure that the
sun god would return after the darkest days of the year, they took what may have been a cart whedl, wound greens
around it, decorated it with lights and offered it to the deity.

The custom survived into Christian times. It was in eastern Germany in the 16th century when the custom of fire
and light was baptized, and the advent wreath made its w ay in to peoples homes as a religious symbol of the
season. Wreaths became popular with Catholics and Lutherans alike across Germany, eventually spreading to other
countries. The adoption by English speaking countries came later, but now it is firmly established in the United
Kingdom and North America.

The ritual of lighting an additional candle each week signifies the hope and longing of the people of the Old
Covenant for aredeemer, and the gradual realization of God s promises through the prophets, John the Baptist and
Mary. The circular shape of the wreath symbolizes the coming of the Lord in the past, present and future. The
evergreens are a sign of life and hope. The laurd signifies victory over persecution and suffering; pine and holly,
immorality; cedar, strength and healing. Holly also has special symbolism as the prickly leaves remind us of the
crown of thorns. The wreath depicts the immorality of our soul and the new, everlasting life promised to us through
Christ who entered our world becoming true God and man, victorious over sin and death through his own passion,
death and resurrection.

In the rush of this season, do not miss the opportunity to pray, reflect, and appreciate the wonderful signs and
symbols of this season. They help usto focus that Christ became one like usin order to give us the most perfect gift
- himself and our eternal salvation!

On Tuesday of this week we celebrate the Feast of the Immaculate Conception. It is a Holy Day of Obligation.
Masswill be held at 7 PM on Monday and 7 AM, 9 AM, 12:15 PM and 7 PM on Tuesday. After the evening Mass
on December 8, we will gather on the lawn of Church to bless our outdoor nativity and anticipate the season with a
few carols. Pleasejoin ug!
