DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 
 

Saint Joseph Parish will celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday 
on March 30, 2008.  There will be exposition of the 
Blessed Sacrament from 2:00 p. m. to 3:45 p.m.  At 3:00 
p.m. there will be the singing of the Divine Mercy 
Chaplet, Eucharistic Prayers and Benediction. 
 

What is this feast?  The message and devotion to Jesus as 
The Divine Mercy is based on the writings of Saint 
Faustina Kowalska, an uneducated Polish nun who, in 
obedience to her spiritual director, wrote a diary of about 
600 pages recording the revelations she received about 
God's mercy.  Even before her death in 1938, devotion 
began to spread to The Divine Mercy.   Our late Holy 
Father Pope John Paul II designated the Second Sunday 
of Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday. 
 

If a person celebrates this feast, goes to confession and 
receives Holy Communion in the state of grace, a 
plenary indulgence (remission of all punishment due to 
sin) is promised.  Confessions will not be heard that day 
but one can go during the remainder of Lent or the 
following Saturday and still receive the indulgence.   

SACRAMENT OF PENANCE  
 

As you know, the sacrament of Penance is available four 
days a week at Saint Joseph Parish.  In recent years we 
noticed the Wednesday evening confessions (6:30 �± 7:00 
p.m.) were well attended as opposed to Saturday evenings 
(6:00 �± 6:30 p.m.).  During Lent this year, the Cardinal 
asked every parish to hear confessions on Wednesdays 
from 7:00 to 8:30 p.m.)  which was done here and they 
were very well attended. We discontinued Saturday 
evening confessions during this time. 
 

In light of this, we will continue to have confessions the 
four days a week as we have in recent years except we 
will extend our regular Wednesday evening confessions 
from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. and discontinue the Saturday 
evening confessions.

Theology of the body  

'Theology of the Body' is Pope John Paul II's integrated vision 
of the human person - body, soul, and spirit. As he explains, the 
physical human body has a specific meaning and is capable of 
revealing answers regarding fundamental questions about us 
and our lives:  

�x�� Is there a real purpose to life and if so, what is it?  

�x�� Why were we created male and female?  

�x�� Does it really matter if we are one sex or another?  

�x�� Why were man and woman called to communion from the 

beginning?  

�x�� What does the marital union of a man and woman say to us 

about God and his plan for us?  

�x�� What is the purpose of the married and celibate  

        vocations?  

�x�� What exactly is "Love"?  
�x�� Is it truly possible to be pure of heart  
 

All of these questions and many more are answered in Pope 
John Paul II's 129 Wednesday audiences, which were given 
between the years 1979 and 1984. His reflections are based on 
Scripture (especially the Gospels, St. Paul and the Book of 
Genesis), and contain a vision of the human person truly 
worthy of man. John Paul II discusses who man was in the 
beginning, who he is now (after original sin), and who he will 
be in the age to come. He then applies this message to the 
vocations of marriage and celibacy, in preparation for the 
Kingdom of Heaven.

The Church proclaims with renewed devotion and joy the 
victory of her Lord and Savior over sin and death. The
