concur with the same period.  The solemnity is then transferred to days outside of Holy Week. 

 

This has also caused us here at Saint Joseph to move our annual celebration of Forty Hours to a later time.  We 
normally celebrate Forty Hours around the feast of Saint Joseph.  Since the feast is transferred to a different date and 
with the proximity of Holy Week, we will have our Forty Hours celebration this year near the feast of Saint Joseph 
the Worker, May 1.  Forty Hours will be celebrated this year on May 4, 5 and 6. 

 

Another solemnity, the Annunciation, usually celebrated on March 25 is transferred this year to Monday, April 31.  
Once again the liturgies for the days within the octave of Easter displace any solemnity normally scheduled on 
particular dates. 

 

One other feast day affected by the early date of Easter this year is the feast of Saint Patrick.  March 17 falls on 
Monday of Holy Week.  The prayers and readings of the day are of Holy Week rather than Saint Patrick.  Saint
